Within days of starting, once abilities became obvious, I was placed in the sanitation department. This entailed the complete cleaning/sanitation of a food production facility that in peak season, daily produces, 15,000-22,000 various loaves of bread and 12,000-14,000 packages of various rolls. The facility is approx. 60,000 sq.ft. (main bldg.) and contains three 1200L mixers, proofers, 38'x22' ovens, dough dividers, slicers, aerial coolers, 80'x26' freezer, common areas, staff areas, lunch rooms and over  4,500 meters of connected conveyer system (2/3 aerial-12' to 28'). Include with this three flour silo's, along with silo's for liquids ( yeast, oil, sugar). Add shipping and receiving areas as well as grounds and outbuilding. Production works in shifts, all equipment requiring cleaning, prior to reuse.

I cleaned/sanitized all aspects of this production facility. In my time there, I trained over thirty six employee's in most areas duties, some in sanitation but most in various production duties. Include in this, being co-chair of Health & Safety Com. for the last three years and acting Sanitation department supervisor for the last two. Include in total time there, over 3000 hours of overtime and/or extra days, most spent in production. Due to my being co-chair of H&S Com. and new contract, I was forced to give three months verbal notice of intent, followed by three weeks written notice, I found it necessary to quit. This was due to several severe accidents which caused life changing effects, to several fellow employee's. As most occurred during the Christmas season, the supervisor, who has since been terminated, neglected to properly record incidents. One of those incidents was my younger brother, suffering a fractured and herniated neck, causing permanent disability (2008), in his second year. This occurred due to a fellow employee not following standard safety regulations. The company when contacted by Workman's Compensation, stated that he had never worked there, then, records lost in transit. Also note, that due to such disregard and denial, two suicides were a result. After their denial of my brothers employment, then claiming of loss of files.....with the high hazard potential of my job hanical/respiratory), I gave up.

Please note that since I gave notice, most of management, including General Manager, has been dismissed/terminated. However, pending negative response, my letter of resignation stating specifics as well as three letters of appreciation, for speed, abilities, dedication and resourcefulness during breakdown events, from management and union, can be made available. HR Office(er): (204) 789-2202
